1. Call to order

The meeting was called to order by Dr. Zoe Locklear at 3:35 p.m.  

2. Comments by Dr. Charles Harrington, Provost and Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs

Dr. Harrington thanked the members of TEC for serving on this very important policy-making committee.  He commended members for their good work, noting its importance to the University.  Dr. Harrington further commented on the exceptional training teacher candidates receive at UNCP as recognized by NCATE and also by our peers.
3. Approval of the minutes of the September 28, 2005 meeting

The minutes of the September 28, 2005 meeting were approved as presented.

4. Curriculum Proposals
Two curriculum proposals were presented by the Art Department as follows:

· The Art Education curriculum change for the addition of a new course option, ART 102, was presented (see related form.)  This change will allow undergraduate art education majors to choose either ART 102 or ART 105 as a required course. The proposal was approved. 
· A proposal was presented as part of the Art Education teacher education curriculum that would add the prerequisite of being accepted into the Teacher Education Program before enrolling in ART 308 (see related form.)  The proposal was approved.
A curriculum proposal was presented by the Education Department as follows:

· A proposal was presented to change the course title and course description for EDN 526 (see related form.)  The proposal was approved.
5. Reports from Standing Committees
a. Distance Education – The committee has not formally met but is reviewing the Washington internship program to see how it would fit with our juniors and seniors.
b. Evaluation Oversight – The leadership team is looking at a number of issues and will soon forward them to this committee.
c. Field Experience – Revisions were made to the internship evaluation forms from the comments at the last meeting and subsequent emails.  Please forward any additional feedback to Ms. Rachel McBroom.
d. Hearing Appeals Board – The committee has not formally met since there have not been any new student appeals since the last meeting. 
e. Long Range Planning – The committee has not formally met but will soon do so with the information the leadership team is developing as part of a work plan.
f. Policy Review – The committee met in September and continued discussions from the spring.  The committee has revised the concerns policy making changes the TEC suggested.  The concerns policy will go before the policy committee before being presented to TEC again.
g. Professional Studies - Dr. Irene Aiken provided several updates:
· Praxis I information brochures are available on Dr. Aiken’s office door in the Education Building, Room 136.  
· A Praxis I math workshop will be held on November 1 from 4:30 – 6:30 p.m.  A three-hour Praxis II workshop is tentatively planned for January 21, 2006.  Additional details will be forthcoming.  To date, Dr. Julie Smith and Dr. Dannie Davis have agreed to develop and deliver Praxis II review workshops for area lateral entry teachers. Dr. Locklear has informed superintendents of the event.  As a reminder, Dr. Locklear will pay for the development and delivery of these workshops, and for taking the Praxis I or II tests.  See Dr. Locklear or Dr. Aiken if you would like to present a workshop or take the tests.
· Professional Studies Module – The module is still in the design stage but is ready for faculty review.  If you would like to be added to the electronic site, please contact Dr. Aiken.
h. Input – The committee has not formally met but some of the MAT and undergraduate students have sent informal feedback.  Dr. Horton-Lopez reported that one of the MAT students advised all MAT students to student teach in lieu of taking a lateral entry teaching position.  Also, some students stated that they did not find their own self-evaluation midpoint and exit evaluations to be meaningful.

6. Report from the Office of University School Programs
Ms. Pam Carroll reported:

· Nine regional LEAs were represented at the Superintendent’s Breakfast meeting on October 25.  During the two-hour session, superintendents were made aware of the many programs and activities being offered by the UNCP teacher education program in an attempt to meet the needs of the regional school systems.
· Dr. Regina Cortina, Associate Professor from UNC Chapel Hill, is the keynote speaker for the FIESTA conference scheduled for November 17, 2005.  Faculty and students are encouraged to attend and should complete a registration form.
· Drs. Olivia Oxendine, Valjeaner Ford, and Irene Aiken will present two narrative writing workshops for K-5 teachers.  The first is scheduled for November 14 at the UNCP Regional Center and the second is scheduled for November 30 at the Cole Auditorium on the campus of Richmond Community College.
· The next National Board support meeting will be held on November 19.

· The Early Field Experience and Classroom Evaluation form (see handout) will be piloted this semester.

· There are 44 students this semester completing their internship semester.  There are 39 students now registered for the spring 2006 internship semester.  Unfortunately, many students are just now submitting their application materials at this late date.  Please forward any comments and/or suggestions on how students can be better informed of the internship placement requirements and accompanying forms/documentation to Ms. Carroll.  Suggestions were made concerning adding additional information to the School of Education/University-School Programs website.
7. Report from the Assessment Coordinator
· Dr. Alfred Bryant reported on the follow-up survey that was sent to students one year after graduation.  Two mailings of the survey were sent to the 68 graduates and 28 were returned.  Five surveys were returned due to incorrect addresses.  Surveys are mailed with a SASE.  Dr. Aiken made note that the two mailings may confound data and that tracking the surveys with code numbers may help.  Dr. Bryant presented a summary of the survey results (see form.)
8. Report from the Licensure Office/Office of Teacher Education
· Ms. Janetta Obeda presented the list of teacher education applicants for October.  Motion approved.
· HB 706:  Facilitate Hiring of Teachers – Dr. Zoe Locklear provided an update regarding HB 706 and distributed a chart indicating pertinent SBE policy as of October 2005 (see chart.)
· HB 563:  Community Colleges May Train Lateral Entry Teachers – Dr. Locklear presented several handouts and an update regarding HB 563 (see handouts.)
· Online and Distance Education Undergraduate Courses/Programs – Dr. Locklear presented a handout (see handout) and an update regarding online undergraduate teacher education programs. She also presented information regarding teacher education/distance education funds (see handouts.)
· NC New Schools Project – Dr. Locklear presented a handout and provided comments regarding the New Schools Project (see handout.)
· Dr. Sara Simmons provided a report on several accreditation items, revisiting the accompanying website.  This item will become a standing agenda item for future TEC meetings.
