3. Curriculum Proposals

· Department of Music proposed the addition of sequential sections to the graduate level MUSP applied music course offerings.  This would enable some graduate students to substitute private lessons for scheduled ensembles.  (course addition for M.A. Ed.) - approved unanimously

· Sociology (consolidate SOC 101 and 201 for a new course entitled “Introduction to Sociology” and eliminate SOC 201) -- approved unanimously

· Department of Education presented a proposal to consolidate EDN 308, 309 and 310 into a single course entitled EDN 310 “Human Growth and Development.”- Following discussion, it moved and seconded that we only combine EDN 309 and 310 with EDN 308 remaining the same.  The new title for EDN 310 will appear as Adolescent and Young Adult Development.
