1. Call to order

The meeting was called to order by Dr. Zoe Locklear at 3:40 p.m.

· Mr. Jose Gomez and Dr. Zoe Locklear were awarded the North Carolina Quality Educators Through Staff Development and Training (NC QUEST) – Cycle IV:  “Strategic Teaming for Inclusive Learning Environments (STILE)” grant in the amount of $266,962.

· Dr. Tulla Lightfoot has received a 2006 Summer Research Fellowship:  “The First Synagogue Project”

· Five Elementary Education students under the advisement of Ms. Rebecca Berdeau were awarded 4th place among 50 colleges and universities from across the United States for their Math/Science/Technology lesson at the NASA Pre-Service Teacher Conference in Alexandria, VA on February 16-18, 2006.

She also gave each undergraduate program coordinator a handout indicating when the content and pedagogy courses, for the respective teacher education programs, have been offered over the past 3 years.

Dr. Zoe Locklear distributed a packet of materials relative to HB 563.  She described her recent visits to area community college campuses to establish agreements around the lateral entry community college certificate program.
