Ms. Pam Carroll reported on several recent activities from the Office of University-School Programs including the Spring 2006 Teacher Education Fair which featured 30 LEAs and Ms. Wendy Miller, NC Teacher of the Year, as the guest speaker.  She also reported that approximately 140 regional educators participated in the 2nd Annual Second Language and Minorities Symposium.  Twenty-nine spring 2007 pre-interns attended the required internship meeting.  Thirty-two students did not attend and indicated they were not aware of the widely publicized meeting.  A suggestion was made to add these announcements to the SOE Blackboard site.

Report from the Office of Teacher Education/Dean’s Office


Dr. Zoe Locklear reported on the following items:


Dr. Tom Leach, Dean of the Colleges of Arts and Sciences, and Zoe Locklear attended a joint meeting of the deans, held in Chapel Hill and hosted by President Erskine Bowles, to discuss the production of math and science teachers.  She also distributed a copy of the draft template for “Online Courses Meeting Required Competencies for Lateral Entry Teachers by Campus and Terms Offered.”  This form will be used to collect and report the courses being offered by the UNC schools to meet the general pedagogy competencies for lateral entry teachers, especially competencies 4, 5 and 6.  Dr. Locklear distributed a copy of the “Lateral Entry Certificate Memorandum” as presented by the NC Community College System.  Dr. Locklear distributed a working copy of the “Middle Grades Education and Special Education Track Sandhills CC and UNCP Education Program” for a tentative draft collaborative program.  Dr. Locklear distributed a copy of a table recently prepared by Ms. Janetta Obeda that indicated for March 2006 the major, race and gender distribution of those students admitted into the TE Program.  Dr. Locklear reminded faculty of the March 31 Crosswalks Diversity Workshop, hosted by the BK Education Program.  Interested faculty should see Dr. Karen Stanley for addition information.  Dr. Locklear distributed a copy of the “QP-A-021- Procedure for Seeking Exception from Licensure Requirements” proposal that is going to the State Board of Education for discussion at the April meeting.  Several TEC members commented on this proposal, citing both benefits and concerns.  Dr. Locklear also distributed a copy of the “Impact on Student Learning Rubric” that is being considered for approval by the State Board of Education at its April meeting.
