Report from the Office of University School Programs – Ms. Pam Carroll reported:

· Field experience placement forms were sent to LEAs on February 21, 2005.  There were 944 students placed in field experiences this semester.  Her office is encouraging professors to give students an incomplete or a lower grade to students who do not complete the required field experience placement form.  Alternative assignments are basically for lateral entry students who are currently employed in a school system and are unable to go to another school to complete these assignments.
· The National Board weekend retreat will be held on March 19, 2005 for teachers from the Public Schools of Robeson County and Hoke County Schools.
· The final meeting for the National Board Support Group was held on February 5, 2005.  The average attendance at these meetings has been 60 candidates representing twelve counties.

· On April 21, 2005, a National Board Awareness session will be held for 2005-2006 candidates.

· March 10, 2005 is the tentative date for Native America Conference Planning Committee meeting.

· March 21, 2005 is the tentative date for the meeting with the regional LEA professional development coordinators, including charter schools.
· March 2, 2005 is the next meeting for the spring 2006 intern meeting (see handout.)

· On March 23, 2005 the spring Teacher Education Fair will be held (see handout.)

· Ms. Carroll presented some of the recommendations that came out of the December Roundtable discussion with area school representatives, particularly concerns regarding the TCWS.
6. Report from the Licensure Office/Office of Teacher Education 
· The February 2005 Teacher Education Applicants were approved (see handout.)
· Dr. Locklear reviewed the template currently being used by the RALC for the UNCP courses that will satisfy competencies in the respective licensure areas (see handout.)  These templates were developed following a 9-23-03 memo from Ms. Janetta Obeda seeking feedback on the development of these templates. Dr. Locklear will send a follow-up memo asking program coordinators to once again review the templates in light of the licensure programs.  Dr. Huffman stated that it will be important to make sure that the listed courses do not have barriers attached, i.e., prerequisites.  Dr. Locklear will schedule a meeting with Dr. David Jackson, Southeast RALC coordinator, to discuss the revised templates.  All program coordinators will be made aware of this meeting and will be invited to attend.  However, it will be important for everyone to understand the limitations with which Dr. Jackson must work.  He does not have the authority to change the master competency templates, as approved by the State Board of Education.
· Dr. Locklear distributed and discussed Standard 1B:  Licensure-Only Candidates from the NC SBE Program Approval Standards (see handout.)  Given this standard, possible changes to the UNCP TEC Plan of Study form will be considered at a later date.
· Dr. Locklear stated that based on clarification from DPI, methods faculty will not have to complete an annual IGP.

· Dr. Locklear asked the program coordinators to submit the names of any appropriate courses that are going to be offered in summer school that can be taken by students through the NC Model Teacher Education Consortium.

· Dr. Locklear distributed and commented on the “Preliminary Action Plan for Recommendations Related to Quality Professionals” (see handout) to be presented to the State Board of Education in March.

· Dr. Locklear commented on the Joint UNC Deans’ Meeting co-attended by Ms. Rachel McBroom and Dean Tom Leach.  The meeting focused on IHE efforts to prepare more science and math teachers.

· Dr. Locklear made reference to the “Talent Pool Recommendations” form as distributed.

· Dr. Locklear made reference to the NC Educator Employment Fairs information as distributed.  A copy of this information has been given to all of the spring 2005 student interns.
