1. Call to order

The meeting was called to order by Dr. Zoe Locklear at 3:45 p.m.

2. Approval of the minutes:  February 14, 2007 TEC meeting

The minutes of the February 14, 2007 meeting were approved as presented. 

3. Good News

Dr. Janita Byars reported that the National Association of Schools of Music (NASM) accreditation visit will occur March 18 – 21, 2007.

4. Report from Standing Committee:  Technology

Ms. Mary Klinikowski presented the results from the technology surveys (this information was sent to program coordinators and directors earlier in the week in electronic format).  Dr. Sara Simmons commented that the NCATE/DPI reviewers will look at how our students use technology.  Ms. Klinikowski reminded all program coordinators and directors of the availability of CSC 405, a course that could serve as an excellent elective for students.  Dr. Zoe Locklear commented that the interviews for the SOE computer lab instructional designer/computer lab director are underway and that an individual should be hired by mid May.  This individual will serve in a supporting role to Ms. Debbie Thompson and all teacher education faculty and students.

5. Report from the Director of Accreditation:  Dr. Sara Simmons

See handout on accreditation update, especially noting highlighted items.  Dr. Simmons reviewed the bulleted items in detail.  Ms. Mary Klinikowski asked whether content area syllabi are needed as evidence; Dr. Simmons replied, yes, these are needed if the course is a required course in the program of study.  Dr. Simmons reported that Dr. Betty Brown has agreed to chair the evidence committee and will organize the evidence room.  Dr. Simmons stated that an organizational system for displaying evidence will be created later in the semester.  Dr. Irene Aiken raised the question as to whether a semester by semester listing of courses taught needed to be included on updated vita.  A decision was made that the listing of courses does not need to match each semester since 2002 but rather the vita should include a complete list of all courses the individual faculty member has taught.  Dr. Locklear asked the program coordinators and directors to check their calendars for summer availability on May 21-22 and June 4-5.  She also stated that most likely program coordinators and directors will also meet in August just prior to the start of the fall semester.

6. Report from the Director of Assessment:  Dr. Alfred Bryant

Dr. Alfred Bryant distributed intern evaluation data from the spring 2006 semester (see handout).  Ms. Pam Carroll stated that individual program reports will be sent to program coordinators and directors no later than Friday, March 16.  

Dr. Bryant made brief comments regarding his visit to NC A&T as a member of the DPI accreditation team.  He stated that the team expressed much interest in the conceptual framework, diversity of faculty, candidate program progression and focus on families.

· Courtesy Placement Procedure and Forms

 Ms. Rachel McBroom reviewed three handouts relative to courtesy/out-of-area internship placements and procedures (see handouts). Dr. Locklear suggested that the vote on adopting these procedures be delayed until the April TEC meeting in order to provide committee members with sufficient time for review and consideration.  Dr. Locklear pointed out that the online B-K program will present unique placement procedures.  The TEC gave consent for Ms. Carroll to use the out-of-area placement request form with two immediate student requests.  Further consideration of this item will be made at the April TEC meeting.   

Ms. Rachel McBroom also presented the results of the Praxis II workshop recently held for elementary and B-K education majors (ratings) and the clinical teacher orientation comments (see handouts).

The purpose of the summit was to brainstorm ideas for enhanced collaboration between the NCMTEC LEAs and the supporting IHEs.  Dr. Locklear also circulated a flyer relative to an upcoming conference being sponsored on recruitment of African American males into the teaching profession.  She stated that her office would support the travel for any interested faculty member and that the topic of recruitment of males of all ethnicities into the UNCP teacher education program deserves increased focus and attention.
