1. Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by Dr. Zoe Locklear at 3:33 p.m.

2. Approval of the minutes:  January 10, 2007 TEC meeting

The minutes of the January 10, 2007 meeting were approved as presented.

3. Report from the Policy Committee:  Dr. Sharon Sharp

Dr. Sharon Sharp presented the Praxis I Appeal Policy (see handout).  Dr. Irene Aiken volunteered to serve as the Praxis I Appeal Coordinator for this process.  The policy is effective May 1, 2007.  The proposal was unanimously approved.

4. Curriculum Proposals:

· Department of Art:  Dr. Tulla Lightfoot introduced her guest for the meeting, Dr. Janette Hopper, Chair of the Art Department.  Dr. Lightfoot presented the Art curriculum proposal (see handout), which would change the current 4 hours of required general electives to 6 hours of guided art electives for the major.  Following a brief discussion, the proposal was unanimously approved.
· Department of Education:  Dr. Jane Huffman presented a course proposal from the Education Department (see handout).  The first proposal would add a prerequisite to all Education courses taken prior to formal admission to the TEC Program.  The proposal would require a 2.0 QPA.  The proposal was unanimously approved.
· Department of Education, Middle Grades Program:  Dr. Jane Huffman presented a course proposal to add a prerequisite to EDN 405 – Foundations and Curriculum Development for Middle Grades that would require formal admission into the Teacher Education Program (see handout).  Following discussion, the proposal was amended to indicate the prerequisite as being completion of EDN 312 – Early Adolescent through Young Adult Development and formal admission into the Teacher Education Program.

5. Good News
Dr. Betty Brown reported that 16 reading graduate students will be making presentations at the state reading conference March 12 – 14.  Dr. Brown was also recognized for her recent presentation on UNC Public Television.

6. Report from the Director of Accreditation:  Dr. Sara Simmons
· Proposal for Modifications to the MAT Candidate Assessment System (see handout)

Dr. Simmons reviewed the proposal which had been tabled at the January 2007 TEC meeting.  The proposal as presented would become effective with the fall 2007 semester.  The proposal was approved as presented.
· Accreditation Update/Reminders (see handout)
Dr. Simmons reviewed a number of accreditation process reminders as listed on the handout.  A particular reminder was made to those methods faculty whose license will expire in June 2007.  Ms. Janetta Obeda referred the TEC to a memo sent from her office in November 2006 reminding those faculty whose license will expire of the process needed for renewal.  Faculty can contact Ms. Obeda if they are unsure as to the expiration date of their licenses.  Dr. Locklear reminded faculty that her office will pay the travel for school partners who participate in advisory council meetings.  Dr. Simmons reminded the MAT program directors of the next meeting of the group to be held on Friday, February 23 at 12:30 p.m.  Ms. Debbie Thompson described additional template documents which have been posted to the Blackboard site.

· Submission of Syllabi for Required Major Courses (Specialty Area and Content Pedagogy)

Dr. Simmons reminded the TEC that syllabi must include the conceptual framework information and should follow the recommended NCATE format.

7. Report from the Licensure Office:  Ms. Janetta Obeda
· Admissions into the Teacher Education Program

Ms. Obeda presented a list of students for admission into the Teacher Education Program (see handout).  The applicants were approved as presented.
8. Report from the Director of Assessment:  Dr. Alfred Bryant
· Data Tables for DPI Program Area Reports

Dr. Bryant reported that all of the data will be entered into the Access system no later than today and that the Praxis pass rate tables will be posted on the Blackboard site on tomorrow.

· Spring 2007 Dates for Online Graduate Disposition Survey

Dr. Bryant reported some delays in the posting of the survey due to software challenges.  However, he anticipates sending the URL no later than February 16.

· Other – Dr. Bryant reminded the program coordinators and directors that if they have any data needs to please contact him and he will provide assistance with data collections, analysis, etc.

9. Report from the Director of Instructional Technology:  Ms. Debbie Thompson
Ms. Thompson reported that the computer tables have arrived in the School of Education and UCIS is in the process of installing the computers for connection to the LCD projectors.  Ms. Thompson reminded program coordinators/directors to send to her their requests for program specific software to be purchased for the SOE computer lab.

· Field Experience Verification Form (see handout)

Ms. McBroom presented the revised Field Experience Verification form that is required for use in all professional studies courses.  This form is the form that is used by the Office of USP.  Faculty were reminded to use this current, correct form.  With the revisions to the Banner system some attempt is going to be made to link this form to online course registration.

d. Hearing Appeals:  Dr. Karen Stanley 
Dr. Swannee Dickson reported that the committee had heard and approved one student appeal during the previous month.

e. Long Range Planning:  Dr. Zoe Locklear – no report

f. Policy Review:  Dr. Sharon Sharp (see earlier agenda item)

g. Professional Studies:  Dr. Irene Aiken

Dr. Aiken reminded faculty of the flyers which have been posted advertising Praxis I and II review sessions.  She also reminded faculty of the availability of Plato and other hard copy study materials available in the Curriculum Lab.

h. Students Input:  Drs. Ann Horton-Lopez/Bill Truman 
In the absence of TEC member Starlette Jacobs, Dr. Jane Huffman (as her advisor) presented the concern that Ms. Jacobs had raised regarding insufficient planning time that she has since she is divided between two cooperating teachers in two different subject areas at her middle school placement.  Ms. Pam Carroll commented that this situation was created when Ms. Jacobs was place with two teachers in two different grade levels but that typically, the middle school student interns are place in a single grade allowing them to have a common planning with both cooperating teachers.  Ms. Jacobs’ second concern centered on student teachers being placed with cooperating teachers who began their professional careers as lateral entry teachers and who did not experience a student internship.  In her opinion these teachers cannot empathize with the student intern.

i. Technology:  Ms. Mary Klinikowski – no report

11. Report from the Office of University School Programs:  Ms. Pam Carroll
· Spring Teacher Education Fair

Ms. Carroll reported that the spring TE fair is scheduled for March 21 and that the NC Teacher of the Year, Ms. Diana Beasley, will be the guest speaker.  Dr. Locklear reported that the SOE is giving some consideration to hosting a lateral entry information table for those content majors who are considering going the lateral entry route.  Dr. Kathleen Hilton indicated that she will host an information table for the Graduate School.

Ms. Carroll reminded the TEC that the 3rd Annual Second Language and Minorities Symposium is scheduled for March 22, 2007.

Ms. Carroll reported that 68 students have applied for the fall 2007 internship but only 30 have actually completed the required paperwork.

· Urban School Field Trip
Dr. Locklear reported that out of the December visit with the Manning high schools an idea emerged to schedule a field trip for the secondary student interns to one of the urban high schools, perhaps in Charlotte or Greensboro.  The principals from these schools are especially interested in having the opportunity to meet and recruit our graduates.  A final decision regarding this potential trip has not been made and Dr. Locklear will seek additional input.
12.  Report from the Office of Teacher Education/Dean’s Office
· “QP-B-006 – Policy Defining Innovative/Experimental Programs for School Administrator Preparation”
Dr. Locklear reviewed this new SBE policy remarking that she is being strongly encouraged by the staff at DPI to develop an alternative program for school administrators.  She also commented that there is a strong possibility that the SBE will pass a similar policy for teacher preparation within the next year.

· Teacher Preparation in the 21st Century – SBE Regional Input Meeting

This report will be made at the March TEC meeting.

· New “K” test for BK licensure
In March, the SBE should take final action on adopting a new Praxis II “K” test for establishing highly qualified status for new BK teachers.

· New “EC” test for EC licensure (multi-subject)

By July, it is anticipated that the SBE will adopt a new multi-subject Praxis II examination for new EC teachers in order to establish highly qualified status for multi-subject.  If adopted, one of the current Praxis II EC exams will be eliminated.
