1.  Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by Dr. Zoe Locklear at 3:35 p.m.  The new TEC members and guests were introduced.
2.  Approval of the Minutes

The minutes of the September 13, 2006 meeting were approved as presented.

3.  Curriculum Proposals
Department of Mathematics:  Ms. Mary Klinikowski presented three curriculum proposals for TEC approval and one course catalog description revision as information only.  The proposals were approved as presented (see handout).
4.  Information Item

Department of English:  Intent to Plan Master of Arts in English:  Dr. Kay McClanahan presented this document and explained the intent of the English Department to establish a MA in English.  Following questions and concerns raised by several TEC members relative to the possible deletion of the Master’s of English Education degree program, further discussion was tabled until the November TEC meeting. 
5.  Unfinished Business:  Appeal Update:  Ms. Brittany Simmons
As reported by Dr. Zoe Locklear, Brittany Simmons has made inquiry as to whether the TEC decision regarding her request to reenroll in student teaching was final.  Dr. Locklear explained that a number of community inquiries have been made on her behalf and that Ms. Simmons is willing to complete volunteer hours in a public school for the remainder of the semester.  Dr. Locklear asked the TEC members to indicate by a show of hands as to whether they would reconsider Ms. Simmons’ appeal.  The vote was unanimous not to support a reconsideration of the appeal.
6.  Report from the Accreditation Coordinator: Dr. Sara Simmons

Dr. Simmons has requested a list of all of the courses, instructors and syllabi for the respective teacher education programs.  Electronic responses are to be sent to Tiffany Alford, administrative assistant, Education Department.  Dr. Simmons has also distributed the draft copy of the 2006 Teacher Education Program Speakers’ Bureau for eventual distribution to the regional LEAs.  Dr. Locklear reminded the TEC faculty that the topics listed in document should be delivered to the schools at no charge and that her office will support related costs such as printing and travel.  Dr. Simmons reminded the TEC that the SOE website is continually being updated by Dr. Warren Baker and urged faculty to visit the site for feedback.  Dr. Baker is currently working to post the graduate dispositions survey.  Drs. Alfred Bryant and Betty Brown made comments relative to their recent accreditation visit to UNCG and reminded the TEC members that a high level of organization during these visits is critical.  They also stressed to importance of being responsive to the requests made by the team chairs during the previsit and the importance of well-written program area reports.  Drs. Brown and Locklear commended Dr. Simmons for her efforts toward the UNCP accreditation visit scheduled for fall 2007.  Dr. Locklear also commended Drs. Simmons, Huffman and others for their recent contributions to the Teacher Education Fall Forum and Elementary Education Conference.  Dr. Simmons reminded the program coordinators and directors that the first draft of the program area reports will be due in January.

8.  Report from the Director of Instructional Technology:  Ms. Debbie Thompson

Dr. Locklear reminded the TEC members that Ms. Thompson is in a new role this year – Director of Instructional Technology and willing to assist faculty and students in the teacher education program across the campus.  Ms. Thompson told the members that a new graduate student, Ray Sheppard, is working in the Computer Lab this academic year.  She also encouraged program coordinators and directors to forward to her requests for software to support their content areas.

A decision was made to pilot during the spring semester a new system in which individual program coordinators will work with their respective interns.  Ms. Pam Carroll and Ms. McBroom will meet with the pre-interns twice during this semester to provide an overview of the TCWS.
