	Learning Contracts must be based upon the Course Objectives for Field Practice.  Please ensure that your Learning Contract addresses each of the eight objectives below.  It is expected that Field II will build upon Field I and be reflected in a more advanced Learning Contract.
1. Identify and assess situations where the relationship between people and social institutions needs to be initiated, enhanced, restored, protected or terminated. 

2. Develop and implement a plan for improving the well being of people based on the problem assessment and exploration of obtainable goals and options. 

3. Enhance the problem solving, coping and developmental capacities of people. 

4. Use advocacy skills to improve quality of life in communities. 

5. Critically evaluate a range of practice theories and be able to apply the most appropriate ones to any given client system. 

6. Identify social problems relevant to the community and analyze the impact of social policies and services in addressing these problems. 

7. Describe the impact of social policy on populations-at-risk, diversity and economic and social justice.  

8. Understand the importance of interdisciplinary communication in the agency and in the community. 
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
