ABSENCE POLICY AND MAKE UP INFORMATION 

Director must be notified by phone or email at least 24 hours in advance of absence, unless you are in a scheduled class required for graduation.  If a Fellow does not meet the requirements of the program through attendance at all Teaching Fellow events a letter will be sent to the Surety and/or the Fellow may be placed on program probation during the following semester.  If placed on program probation the Fellow will not receive funds in that semester or any semester after until he or she is in good program standing.  

The first absence from a UNCP Teaching Fellows event will require attendance at a makeup activity and submission of a one page reflection to be submitted within two weeks of missing a Teaching Fellow event.  


When a Fellow has missed two Teaching Fellow events the surety will be notified and/or the Fellow may be placed on program probation during the following semester.  

If placed on program probation the Fellow will not receive funds in that semester or any semester after until he or she is in good program standing.
