Studio Teaching and Learning

Christopher Ziemnowicz, Jack Spillan, and Ed Damman

This session will explore the concept and practice of studio teaching and learning, the primary goal of which is to establish a highly collaborative, hands-on, computer-rich, interactive learning environment. Educational research indicates that student learning is increased when students collaborate on interesting tasks and are deeply involved with the material they are studying.  The studio approach promotes active learning in a redesigned classroom. Class time is spent primarily on hands-on activities, simulations, or interesting questions and problems. Students sit in three groups of three students at 6 or 7 foot diameter round tables. Instructors circulate and work with teams and individuals, engaging them in Socratic-like dialogues. Each table has at least three networked laptops. Research suggests that students’ conceptual understanding and problem solving ability is greater with this approach than in traditional classroom settings. Attitudes toward course content and satisfaction with instruction are also greater. The social interaction between students and their teachers appears to be the "active ingredient" that makes the approach work.
