Using InterWrite SchoolPads to Enhance an Interactive Classroom

Meredith Storms, Department of Chemistry and Physics

There is a general tendency for faculty to rely on overhead projectors and PowerPoint presentations as a means of providing visual interest; however, it is often cumbersome to switch among the computer, the overhead, and the board.  Although some classrooms are equipped with Smart Board technology and/or Tablet PCs, these technologies are often hindered by issues such as portability, cost, and availability.  Therefore, the purpose of this study was to incorporate a portable version (ie InterWrite SchoolPad) of this technology into the classrooms and labs used for chemistry courses.   SchoolPads are digitizing pads that function similar to a SMART Board; however, SchoolPads operate via a Bluetooth connection and they are less expensive.  Using this technology, instructors are able to annotate PowerPoint slides and other images from anywhere in the classroom.  Notations made by the instructor can be saved digitally for later use and can easily be distributed to the students though the web, handouts, or email.  Additionally, the InterWrite technology allows faculty to design and implement innovative teaching strategies such as problem-based learning and case studies in the classroom with enhanced mobility in an effort to provide an interactive environment that actively engages students.

Measuring and Improving Students’ Skills in Teamwork
Mahour Mellat-Parast, Department of Economics, Finance and Decision Sciences

The purpose of this presentation is to share the findings of the study focused on measuring and improving students’ teamwork skills. Several constructs have been defined to measure students’ skills in working in teams. At the beginning of the semester, students’ teamwork skills have been measured.  Then, the same variables have been measured at the end of the semester after the completion of the project.  Through this experiment, improvement in teamwork skills has been analyzed.  The results of this project will be used to revise course delivery to address students’ needs and skills for working in teams so that students can improve their teamwork skills while they are studying at the university.
