To underscore the importance of collaborative research and to encourage, identify, recognize, reward, and support sustained collaborative academic activity by the faculty with the graduate students in the University, the Graduate School announces a “UNC Pembroke Graduate Faculty Mentor Award.” 

The award recognizes faculty who, through collaboration with the graduate students, manifest high levels of achievement through publication of professional research in peer-reviewed journals, scholarly books within one’s discipline, chapters within scholarly books, grant applications, and presentations at professional meetings, conferences, performances, galleries, or exhibits. Those eligible for the award are full-time teaching faculty who hold a graduate faculty status and who have taught at UNCP for at least two years prior to the year of nomination. Nominees must hold full-time faculty appointments in the current year.    

Faculty, students, administrators, staff members, and alumni are invited to submit nominations (by mail or electronically) to the Interim Assistant Dean of the Graduate School. Self-nominations are allowed and encouraged.
