May 9, 2016 Archived version (Effective May 9, 2016 through November 19, 2018) – This regulation underwent formatting changes to reflect the new policy and regulation guidelines adopted in October 2011. 

Under Section 2, the following definitions were updated: para. 2.1, cheating; para. 2.2, plagiarism; para. 2.3, fabrication and falsification; para. 2.4, abuse of academic materials; and para. 2.5, complicity in academic dishonesty. Section 3 was renamed “Deception and Dishonesty,” and updated para. 3.1. Paragraphs 4.3 and 5.2 were added, and wording for para. 5.1 was updated. Deleted Section 7, “Failure to Discharge University Obligations.” 

Expanded the definition of cellular technology in Section 11, and updated definition for para. 12.1. Under Section 14, bullying or intimidation were added to harassment, and para. 14.2-14.6 were added. Updated definitions for Section 17. Expanded Section 18 to include “Sexual and Interpersonal Misconduct,” and reflect Title IX standards. Eliminated Section 20 “Dating Violence” and Section 21 “Domestic Violence” since they are now included in Section 18. Paragraphs 27.1.e. and 27.1.g. were added to Section 27 “Alcohol,” and para. 29.1.g. was added to Section 28 “Drugs.” Expanded definition for Section 29 “Hazing,” Section 30 “Weapons, Explosives, and Dangerous Chemicals.”
Eliminated the following sections: Sexual Harassment (33); Sexual Assault (34); Sexual Exploitation (36); Other Sexual Offenses (37); Hate Crimes (38); and Free Speech (41).

November 20, 2018 – Para 1.1 removed language stating conduct that “becomes unsatisfactory and is determined to have a detrimental impact on the mission of the university…” and replaced with “…violates university policies, regulations, or federal, state or local law…” Also replaced “appropriate” with “disciplinary.” Para. 12.1 deleted description of any act, which “serves no legitimate purpose as defined by the university…” and replaced with “…which violates applicable university policy or regulation.” Also added the statement regarding the preservation of freedom of speech and expression.
August 22, 2024 Current version – Complete re-write of the Code of Student Conduct. Major changes included re-writing to bring the Code more in alignment with UNC System Policy on Minimum Standards for Disciplinary Proceedings. Consolidated REG 11.30.02 and REG 11.30.03 to be included in 11.30.01. The applicability of the Code was clarified for students who are alleged to violate the Code after application and in between breaks in enrollment. The appeal process was streamlined and clarified, and the appellate officer now has the ability to remand cases to new hearings when due process rights may have been violated. Additionally, the Academic Honor Code violation and case adjudication content was moved to the Academic Honor Code policy under the purview of the Provost’s Office.
